The ADA’s Council on Dental
Education and Licensure (CDEL) is
recommending changes to the
Association’s sedation and general
anesthesia guidelines documents. In
February, a call was made to members
and communities of interest for com-
ments on the proposed changes. 

The ADA wants to bring the ADA
documents in close alignment with
other current dental and medical anes-
thesia documents and literature, while
supporting the role of the dentist in
administering anesthesia. The existing
(2005 and earlier) guidelines were
organized by educational level and
route of administration; new guidelines
are organized by level of
anesthesia/sedation and focus on the
patient status, as do other dental and
medical organizations’guidelines.
