This is to keep you informed of
the current legislative issues we
must monitor and act on when
appropriate.They are as follows:

1. HB 1049 requires insurers to
cover all medical expenses associat
ed with administration of general
anesthesia to children under five
years and special needs patients.

2. HB 979 and SB 607 require
brochures about dental amalgams be
distributed to patients and have the
patient sign dfthat they received
the brochure.

3. HB 215 limits the insurés
ability to retroactively deny claims
to 12 months.

4. The PDAIs working on leg
islation to prohibit insurers from
denying a dentist’ ability to chage
patients for non-covered services.
